CREATE COMICS 2005

White River Junction, VT – The Center for Cartoon Studies (CCS) is offering a special workshop on comics and self-publishing, CREATE COMICS, June 27-July 1. CREATE COMICS faculty includes James Sturm, Steve Bissette, and James Kochalka. James Sturm is the co-founder of The Center for Cartoon Studies.  His graphic novels have been published by Drawn and Quarterly Books, Fantagraphics Books, and Marvel Comics.  Steve Bissette is best known for his multiple award-winning collaborations with Alan Moore on Saga of the Swamp Thing (DC). He was awarded the comics industry Inkpot Award for Superior Career Achievement in 1998.   James Kochalka's comics have been published by almost every alternative comics publisher; he's recorded several music CDs under the name James Kochalka Superstar; and he's developed animated cartoons for Nickelodeon. Best known for his graphic novel, Monkey vs Robot, and his critically acclaimed, Sketchbook Diaries.

Tuition for CREATE COMICS 5-day intensive is $650.  Space is limited to 20 students.  Classes will take place at The Center for Cartoon Studies, 92 S. Main Street, White River Junction, Vermont.
